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Reading and Viewing — Book Collage

Ask vour child to write the title of the book they are currently reading in the cewtre of
a sheet of paper. Have them look through magazines for words, phrases, and sewtences
that illustrate or +ell something about the book. As they look, support them +to think v
terms of themes, setting, plot, as well as characters. Enconrage them +o get fifty such
words, phrases, or sentences so the whole sheet of paper is covered. The visual impact
of the collage should tell a potential reader a lot about +he book.

Writing — A Letter to the Aunthor

Have vour child write a letter to the anthor of the book that they are currently
reading. Prompt them to explain to the anthor why they thought the book was
written, and what they think the author was trying +o show through the book. Be
sure vour child explains what they got out of the book. I the anthor is still alive, they
may wish to send the letter or email the author via the book’s publisher.
